At a personal level we know that we are all sometimes guilty 
of thoughtless words or actions which may lead to 
misunderstandings, to hurting other people or being hurt by 
them.

Within such 
services there is always a part where we are invited to 
commit ourselves to working for peace so that others may not 
have to die in future wars. What might this mean for us, 
given that very few people are ever involved in international 
peace negotiations?
