 This Month’s Mystery 
We were recent ly 
contacted, via the 
Hampton Lucy website 
(see ‘The Notice Board’- 
page 3) by a writer in 
Melbourne, Australia, 
asking for information on 
the crash of a Whitley 
bomber on Scar Bank in 

1943. Fortunately Mr John Pratley of the Wellesbourne 
Wartime Museum at Wellesbourne Airfield was able to 
provide the names of the young Australian aircrew, and 
details of the aircraft. The plane was based at Long 
Marston airfield and was taking part in a night-time 
training exercise. Tragically the impact killed the entire 
crew but fragments of the bomber were later recovered 
during a search of the river in 1976 and these items are 
now on display in the Wellesbourne museum. Mr Pratley 
also described a memorial that was erected to the crew of 
the Whitley bomber and to the Canadian crew of a 
Wellington bomber that crashed in the same area a year 
earlier. With the help of Kath Wright of Wasperton, we 
located and photographed the memorial by the side of the 
River Avon. The net result is that we now have at least 
one very satisfied reader in Australia! If you can add to 
this story of wartime heroism by Commonwealth airmen, 
please contact either Ken Cockshull, Tel: 842908, e-mail:
