It would have 
been very different – no Christmas Carols or cribs, 
and no coming together with others in the middle 
of the night to thank God for the birth of a new 
baby. However, we would get through somehow. 
 
I guess we would also have developed some kind 
of morality based on something other than 
Christian teaching.

and clearly when he said, “Love God, and love 
your neighbour”, many people follow a non-
religious moral code. 
 
So what would the effect really be? For me, 
strangely perhaps, I think the real difference 
wouldn’t be particularly around Christmas or to do 
with morality.  It would be this. As a Christian, I 
believe that in the birth of Jesus, God was making 
himself known to us because He cares about us. So 
while I might still believe in a God if Jesus hadn’t 
existed, I would probably see that god as some 
kind of remote, impersonal force, rather than one 
whose nature is Love and who I believe cares 
about each one of us and offers us eternal life.  All 
of that, it seems to me, comes from the birth, 
teaching, life, and death of Jesus. That is what we 
find within the New Testament and what the 
Church exists to proclaim.
